BUTTERFLIES

Adult butterflies are active during the day, probing flowers for nectar to fuel their bodies. They favor flat, clustered flowers on which they can land
easily. Butterflies pick up pollen on their bodies and legs and transport it from flower to flower as they move between plants. Varying by season, the
butterfly species we see here pollinate our blooming plants almost as effectively as some bees.
